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    Compared to Taylor and Tharp, whose places 
in dance history are assured, Lang, 31, is a neo-
phyte. But her 20-minute work, “From Foreign 
Lands and People,” tucked into the middle of the 
program, is in no way overshadowed by the two 
veterans’ selections.
