Lang’s work 
captivated audiences around the world having been performed by companies including 
American Ballet Theatre for its opening night gala at the Metropolitan Opera House, 
Ailey II, Cincinnati Ballet, Colorado Ballet, and Milwaukee Ballet. Her first full-evening 
concert in New York City presented by Brooklyn Center for the Performing Arts was 
performed by Richmond Ballet. She also premiered a new work on NYU Tisch School 
of the Arts.
